FINISHING TOUCHES:

Congratulations! Your coop is how complete.

Just one more thing before your feathered residents movesmthig touch-up paint to cover the exposed screw
heads and any scuffs, scratches or dings that occurred during shipping or assembly.
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NOTE: the wheels that swivel
should be mounted on the same side
of the coop as the handle attachment.

Elevate the front of the coop (about
12-14") using a car jack or a solid,
stable object.

Position the wheel on the cross beam
as shown.

Attach each wheel to the cross beam
using four 2 ¥2” screws (included).
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Screw holes are predrilled on the
heel bracket.
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Use 2 screws on each side of the
wheel bracket.
